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Philhellenism developed gradually from the Renaissance to a mature and dynamic move-
ment internationally during the Greek War of Independence. Lord Byron was its emblem-
atic representative, and the —rst to formulate the demand for the liberation of Greece. 
The international public became acquainted with this request, and identi—ed the heroes 
of his works with —ghters of the Greek revolution. This great romantic poet also o‘ered 
his life to Greece.

The Philhellenes supported massively the Philhellenic committees, while thousands of 
volunteers fought for the freedom of Greece, on land and at sea. One of these thousands 
of Philhellenes was the Belgian Auguste Delannoy, who, after participating in many bat-
tles, arrived wounded in Andros, where he died in 1826.

THE EXHIBITS
The dynamic presence of Greeks and Philhellenes at sea, o‘ered an advantage of strate-
gic importance to the Greeks during the Greek Revolution and in˜uenced the Philhellenic 
art.
